Specialty orders of alcoholic beverages may be accommodated with appropriate notice, and may add
extra fees (IE Preferred beers, wines and liquors).

If guests are found to be consuming alcohol not provided by Country Heritage Park, staff can and will ask
the guest to vacate the premises. This is a legal requirement of the Alcohol and Gaming Commission of
Ontario and the Halton Police Service.
